Criminal Background Check 
The State of Texas, Texas Education Agency (TEA) and the State Board for Educator Certification (SBEC) require that an educator 
preparation program inform all program applicants and candidates about the State’s rules on criminal background checks from the 
Texas Occupations Code Chapter 53, the Texas Education Code Chapter 22.0831 and the Texas Administrative Code, Part VII, 
Chapter 227, Subchapter B.

_____I understand that an individual who has been convicted of an offense may be ineligible for the issuance of an 
educator certificate upon completion of an educational program.

_____I understand that I may request a Preliminary Criminal History Evaluation from TEA if I have reason to believe that 
I may be ineligible for educator certification due to a conviction or deferred adjudication for a felony or misdemeanor 
offense, per Texas Occupation Code Section 53.102.
